Trevor Rowson Park

A walk from our industrial past to our
environmentally friendly future

The Ebbw Fach Valley was an important industrial centre for the iron
and coal industry. The removal of the old industrial scars by land
reclamation schemes and environmental improvements has made
it a better place to live and work. The Ebbw Fach Trail links together
fourteen community green spaces that offer a variety of

amenities from Beaufort Hill Woodlands in the north to Llanhilleth
in the south - a total of almost 16 kilometres.

The trail explores the journey of the landscape from its agricultural
origins, through the ravages of industrialisation back to a green and
pleasant land. The trail follows the Ebbw Fach river highlighting
heritage sites and wildlife hot spots, taking the visitor on a learning
journey through the valley.
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How to get to the Ebbw Fach Trail
Sut i gyrraedd y Liwybr Ebwy Fach

Travelling from the north (Abergavenny / Monmouthshire)
on the Heads of the Valley A465, take the 2nd Exit off the
Brynmawr Roundabout onto King Street, Brynmawr. (The
Bridgend pub can be seen from the road). Continue on this
road for 134 miles until you see the Beaufort Woodland sign
posts on the right for those wishing to join the trail here or
Parc Nant-y-Waun on the left.

Travelling from the west take the 3rd exit at Ebbw Vale
roundabout on the A465.Take the next left to Beaufort and
keep on the A4047 and follow the signs for Ebbw Fach Trail.

From the East, take the 2nd exit at Brynmawr roundabout on
the A465.Stay on the A4047 and follow the signs for Ebbw
Fach Trail.

From the South, take the A467 towards Abertillery. At
Six Bells follow the signs for Guardian.
